Directions: 

We are currently focusing on writing skills to help us prepare for the Ohio Graduation Test. 

This Collage Project is meant to inspire a personal narrative and a five paragraph essay. 
In this project you will develop a “collage” of your life. After reading about Melinda’s freshman year and creating an acrostic poem about yourself, you are to analyze the changes and stories within your life. Not only will you use pictures and other artifacts, but you will also be composing a personal narrative and writing about three major changes that you have experienced.
In order to receive a passing grade on this project, you must include the following requirements:

1. Buy a poster frame (it looks like a huge picture frame). You can find these at Target, K-Mart, Wal-Mart etc…

2. Start digging through pictures of yourself, your family, friends, teammates, pets etc…anything that represents a change or story in your lifetime.

3. Flip through magazines and newspapers…start to cut out words, phrases and quotes that represent you or the things that are important to you.

4. Go online and find pictures of things you are interested in…places you have visited…things you are involved in etc…print these artifacts.

5. You need five envelopes marked “Pictures,” “Magazine cut-outs,” “Internet cut-outs,” “Newspaper cut-outs,” and “Quotes.”

6. Print a fresh copy of your acrostic poem. You can be as creative as you want with the font and layout of your poem. This will be included on your collage.

7. Compose a personal narrative. This will discuss one experience in your life that is entertaining. Your pictures should help you remember this occurrence.
8. In five paragraphs describe three changes that have occurred in your life. Basically, explain to an audience that knows nothing about you the transitions you have gone through in your life and HOW they have changed you (for better or worse). Please use your collage and journal entries as inspiration for this paper.
9. Do NOT lose the RUBRICS. You will NOT receive complete credit if you lose the rubrics.
