Dear Parents and Students,

Welcome to English 10 Regular! I look forward to a rewarding year in a class of unique individuals. I ask that students and guardians read the following information in preparation for this course. Please keep in mind that I believe in a classroom that models the “real world,” and I expect you to act like a mature young adult every day.

Course Description:


English 10 Regular is a course that attempts to cover the writings of artists from different perspectives. While reading the different forms of literature, the students will investigate, discuss, respond, and think critically about a variety of subjects. Furthermore, the student will become familiar with the necessary writing skills for standardized tests as well as life situations. The assignments throughout the year are aligned with the Ohio Content Standards in Language Arts Education to help prepare the student for the Ohio Graduation Test in March.

Besides reading literature, students will also develop public speaking skills in the tenth grade. Students will be required to complete multiple speeches throughout the year. 
Units of Study: 

Although we have a variety of skills and concepts to master, the following list should provide a general idea of what we will be studying throughout the year. It is not meant to include everything that we will be studying, and will be subject to change. Schedules will be provided for units.
1. Literature: Science Fiction, Realistic Fiction, short stories, nonfiction, poetry, drama, Shakespeare’s Othello
2. Novels: The Hunger Games by Suzanne Collins – students are required to obtain a copy of this novel. Students are NOT required to PURCHASE this novel, but could use the local library to BORROW the book.
       To Kill a Mockingbird by Harper Lee

3. Biography: Students will be reading a Biography this year. Details to follow 2nd Quarter.

4. Independent Novels: Students will be required to participate in reading novels by an author of their choice.

5. The Writing Process: A significant portion of the class will be devoted to developing skills in pre-writing, drafting, editing, revising, and reflection through various assignments. These assignments include:

a. *Writing Portfolio: You will be using a binder to keep a portfolio of your writing assignments all year. Writing is a process which takes preparation, awareness, and reflection. You will be keeping all of your writing assignments and after receiving assignments back, will be writing reflections. These reflections will be used to help you improve your next writing assignment. Your portfolio will be collected at various times and must be organized and complete to receive full credit!

b. Journals (you will need a separate writing space for journals in your writing portfolio): The student will write many journal entries throughout the year. They could be homework and/or class work. If a student is absent during a journal entry, then he/she is responsible to ask another classmate for the “prompt.”
Journals will be done on notebook paper and/or typed. These entries will then be organized in your writing portfolio.
c. Communication Skills / Speech: formal and informal presentations, public speaking, listening and nonverbal communication. Speeches in various forms are a major area of focus in English 10.

d. Media Literacy (as well as visual and cultural literacy): We will look at the media presented to us and analyze how we are affected by this form of communication.
e. Personal Narratives

f. Opinion Paragraphs

g. Perspective Paragraphs

h. Research Paper(s)

i. Analytical Essays

6. Communication Skills: A portion of the class will be devoted to formal and informal presentations. Furthermore, the students will participate in discussions that will develop clear opinions based on facts, listening to others, and nonverbal communication.

7. Grammar: I expect you to be able to identify the eight parts of speech as well as other elements of grammar. Tenth grade is an extension of the skills you learned in ninth grade and you will be tested according to higher standards.  
8. Vocabulary: We will cover one unit approximately every other week (only five day weeks). The tests are on Fridays. 
9. OGT Practice: We will cover sections of the Ohio Graduation Test during the months preceding March.
Academic Expectations:
1. Quizzes / Tests: Expect to take quizzes and tests after units of study. Vocabulary tests will be given on Fridays of a FIVE-DAY week. Expect tests after units of study and quizzes on reading assignments.

2. Projects / Presentations: Expect to complete several projects and oral presentations over the course of the school year. Some projects / presentations may be individually completed, while others will require group work and effort.

a. I will always provide a rubric and clear directions.

b. I will always provide a due date after discussing the directions.
3. Homework: Homework will be given at least 2-3 times a week. 

4. Late Work: I do not accept late assignments. If you are absent, then you have one day to complete the necessary assignments.

5. Absences: When absent, take the following steps:

a. Check the homework hotline (this should be programmed in your cell phone)
b. Check the schedules given for units

c. Ask a reliable friend

d. Ask Mrs. Rose BEFORE or AFTER class (never during class)

· MISSING QUIZ/TEST: see me upon your return to schedule an appointment to make up your work. Failure to show up to this appointment will result in a ZERO on the missed assignment. The quiz/test must be completed within 3-5 days of your absence.

· OTHER ASSIGNMENTS: YOU are fully responsible for all written and oral assignments, instructions, and information presented in class, whether you are present or not. 

ATTENDANCE IS NECESSARY AND REQUIRED TO PASS THIS CLASS

6. Participation: A portion of your grade will consist of class participation. The student is required to PAY ATTENTION to the teacher and other classmates. There will be a grade on class participation due to the amount of class discussion in this course. Listening and responding are essential behaviors in receiving a passing grade.
Attendance is crucial in receiving full credit for class participation. I understand that true 
emergencies occur and student must be EXCUSED from school. Students are allowed three 
EXCUSED absences without penalty during a quarter. Students must make up the work on these 
EXCUSED absent days. 

If students are attentive during class and complete assignments on time, then they will receive 
100/100 points on “Class Participation.” However, absences can alter grades. 

Absence Key (Quarterly)

0-3 absences = 100/100 points

4-5 absences = 80/100 points

6-7 absences = 50/100 points

8-9 absences = 30/100 points

10 or more absences = 0/100 points

7. Cheating / Plagiarism: Students who deliberately use the work of others without proper referencing or who fail to give credit to others will be severely penalized at my discretion. At the VERY LEAST, plagiarism will result in failure of the assignment. Students find it quite easy to plagiarize to save time, but it is quite easy for the teacher to discover in a short amount of time.
Behavioral Expectations and Consequences:
1. Respect ALL individuals within the school at ALL times.

2. Be prepared! ALL students must bring required materials to class ON TIME.

3. Assignments are to be completed on time. Late assignments WILL NOT be accepted.

4. Pay attention in class. Do NOT sleep, listen to headphones, play with your cell phone, or attempt to complete other assignments during the period.

a. I will send your administrator a referral if you listen to your MP3 player.
b. I will send your administrator a referral if you use your cell phone!
c. I will take any other devices that cause disruption to my classroom.
5. The STUDENT is responsible for completing all absent or missing work. These assignments should be addressed before or after class- NOT during the period.

6. NEVER make another individual uncomfortable. Racist or sexist comments will NOT be tolerated.

7. All the rules within the “Student Code of Conduct” section of the handbook apply within the classroom at ALL times. 

8. ALWAYS contact the teacher whenever there is a problem. 

Discipline:

1. First and Second Offense: Verbal warning

2. Third offense: Conference with Mrs. Rose

3. Fourth Offense: Phone call home and referral to administration

· Serious offenses, such as intolerant and disrespectful behavior will result in an immediate escort to the principal’s office as well as a phone call and meeting with parents
Grading Procedures:

We will follow the grading scale designated by Strongsville High School. Please see your student planner for a description of our grading scale. 

Be aware that your grade will be based upon the completion of homework, writing, tests, quizzes, participation, and note checks.

- Vocabulary Flashcards will be checked on the Tuesday of a 5 day week

- Grammar and Vocabulary Activities will be checked on the Thursday of a 5 day week

- Students will be given Vocabulary tests on the Friday of a 5 day week



* OGT Practice Weeks are shortened weeks (less than 5 days)
