Fantasy is: is a genre that uses magic and other supernatural forms as a primary element of plot, theme, and/or setting. 

It is different from science fiction because: Fantasy is generally distinguished from science fiction and horror by the expectation that it steers clear of technological and macabre themes, respectively, though there is a great deal of overlap between the three (collectively known as speculative fiction).

Folklore is: a broad field of study that concerns itself with the ways in which people make meaning in their lives. 
The Subcategories of folklore are:
· Fairy Tales (fantasy tale of well-known deeds and creatures)

· Urban Legends (fictional story which could actually be real. Warns against something)

· Legends (traditional tale passed down which is believed to have historical basis.)

· Myths (ancient stories dealing with the origin of something)

· Tall Tales (extravagant, exaggerated story which focuses on the achievements of the ultimate hero)
· Folktales (oral tradition, passed from one generation to the next)
