2. Type you essay. Please use MLA format. This means you should have a creative title. This means that you should include citations throughout your essay. Ex: (Alexie 102).
3. Code your thesis statement. You can do this in different colors or with underlining, bold font, or italics. EX:

a. Underline the theme

b. Highlight the literary element in yellow

4. After you have coded your thesis statement, code your body paragraphs appropriately. EX:

a. If I underlined my theme, then I will underline all the sentences in my body paragraphs that explain my theme.
b. If I highlighted the literary element in yellow, then I will highlight all sentences that discuss this literary element in yellow.

5. Let me know what you added to your paper. 
6. On a separate piece of paper:

a. List your mistakes and explain HOW you changed them as well as WHY they needed to be changed.

i. Reference the writing notes

ii. Reference the Demon Sheet

iii. Reference the AP Rubric

b. Compose a list of 4-6 goals you have for your next Timed Essay

7. Prepare a 30-second explanation of WHAT you learned from this assignment

8. Ask one of your parents/guardians to proofread your new essay. Have them sign in the space below:
