Independent Novel Project – English 10

What can I read?

You can read any book that is appropriate for your grade level / reading ability and maturity. So think of a book you have been eager to read or one your friend has been telling you to read. The book can be anything with words - science fiction, biography, mystery, historical, graphic novel (with lots of words), etc. Dr. Seuss won’t work!!!

When will I have time to do this? 

For 3-4 weeks during November and December, 10 minutes will be set aside at the beginning of class to read your book. If we finish an activity early at some point during either of those 3-4 weeks, you will be given time to read. You must still find time to do some reading on your own!
When do we start reading?

Your books are due for approval on Wednesday November 16th! You must have your book on this day! Use the school library or public library!! Mrs. Switzer has created displays so you can browse project-appropriate books.
What do I have to do after reading?

1. You will be creating a PowerPoint presentation for the class. Remember less is more (regarding the amount of words on each slide)! Your presentation must have at least 8 slides and include the following:

a. Basic Info: Title, author, and genre (type of book)

b. Author: Provides a brief author biography and includes other popular works.
i. Must be in your own words!

ii. Use the Biography link on the Media Center website

c. Visual Explanation of the Plot: You will use pictures to tell us the plot. When you are presenting you will explain the plot, but through images on your PowerPoint presentation. This means that you cannot use words for this section!

i. Be sure to include the setting

ii. Don’t reveal unexpected twists or the ending!!

d. Themes: Choose a quote/sentence from the book which reveals the theme. You must provide visuals to go along with the theme.

e. Character: Explain the change of the protagonist with music, lyrics, visuals, or poetry.

i. What were the characteristics of this person in the beginning of the novel?
ii. What were the characteristics by the end of the novel?

f. Review: Explains what you liked and disliked about the book.
g. Conflict or Controversial Topic: Describe the conflict or controversial topic. Take a side (agree with the character’s choice or disagree) and explain why.

h. Extended Info: Supplies a list of at least 3 websites that provide information about the author and subject of the book (Example: If you were presenting Speak you could give us one site about Laurie Halse Anderson, one that provides information on how to recognize depression in teens, and one that provides help for rape victims.) 

i. You must explain why you chose the 3 websites and link to at least 1 of them during your presentation.
ii. This link needs to work AT SCHOOL! Be sure to try it out in the Media Center before presenting.

You must hand in a “handout” copy of your slides along with a Works Cited Page (Proper MLA citations of the book and the 3 websites you found.)
