Reflexive and Intensive pronouns:

 myself, yourself, himself, herself, itself, ourselves, 



yourselves, themselves

· distinguish these by HOW they are used in the sentence

· Example: “I gave myself plenty of time to complete my homework.”

· This is ____________ because the pronoun REFLECTS the subject of the sentence.

· Example: “We ourselves must complete the assignment on time.”
· This is ____________ because the pronoun EMPHASIZES or INTENSIFIES the subject of the sentence.

REMEMBER: Reflexive and Intensive pronouns are the same WORDS, but they are used differently.
