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Research Paper Review: Highlighting Sources

The highlighting step is a very important link between gathering sources and taking official notes (putting facts into paraphrases, summaries, and quotations). 

This step consists of:

1. Reading all of your sources.

2. Deciding what information from your sources you could use to support each point of your thesis.

3. Highlighting phrases you want to remember and possibly use.

Materials: 

· 5 highlighters

· One highlighter will represent the informational (historical evolution) section of your thesis.

· The other four highlighters will each represent one thesis point.

· For example, green = thesis point 1, yellow = thesis point 2, pink = thesis point 3, blue= thesis point 4
· All of your sources
· Copy of Thesis – highlight the points correspondingly 
Keep in mind:

· You should be highlighting phrases or sentences that you like rather than entire paragraphs. 
· This step is to narrow down your information into manageable pieces. 
· Everything you highlight should be directly related to your thesis!
