Task: You are to pick a monologue or short passage from Othello and connect it to a current event in the form of a speech.

Speech Requirements:

Hook

· One quoted passage from the play

· You need to present this visually on a PowerPoint slide. 

· Include the act and scene in which the passage can be found.

· Include the character who said it.

· Make the slide visually attractive.

· You need to present it verbally.
· Read the passage aloud.

· Provide a context. Why did the character say this? To whom were they speaking? What was the result of these words?

· A theme 

· You need to use this passage to represent a theme. Some example themes are jealousy, hatred without a cause, betrayal, and lack of communication, among many others.
· You must clearly show a connection to the theme through your explanation. 

· Simply saying “this passage shows love because Othello and Desdemona are married” will not earn you a passing grade. You must PROVE that this passage shows your theme through the character’s motivations for saying it, results of saying it, connotations of word choice, emotion behind the words, etc.

· A current event to show the connection of the passage and theme to our lives today

· You need to find 2 outside sources about 1 current event.
· Your 2 sources must be from Media Center databases. Use the following:

· Newsbank and EBSCO Host

· You should use specific sentences and paraphrases from the articles to help you PROVE that this theme is present in the current event.

· Tie it all together

· Come up with a catchy closing (‘hook and return’ works well)

· You need to prepare a 2 ½ to 3 minute speech. If you are under 2 minutes and 30 seconds or over 3 minutes, you will receive a 2 point deduction for every 5 seconds.

The following are due when you give your speech:

· Printed and highlighted copy of your two sources.
· Works Cited page for your 2 sources, properly formatted.
· Outline that is typed and following the provided template.
Other Reminders:

· Eye Contact

· Natural gestures

· Pacing of voice

· Volume of voice

· Transitional words to connect ideas

· Introducing sources properly: In The Plain Dealer article titled, “There is Always Tomorrow” written by Oliver Orange…
