a. How does Browning express the emotion? Explain two lines of her poem in your own words.

b. How does Shakespeare express the emotion? Explain two lines of his poem in your own words.

2. How do they differ in their expressions? Provide specific examples.

3. How are they the same? Provide specific examples.

4. What type of sonnet is Browning’s poem?

Your Poetry Challenge: Creative Sonnet Assignment

Draft: due by the end of the period - 10 points

Write an original sonnet with the following elements:

· 14 lines

· Iambic pentameter – 10 syllables per line (experiment with stressed and unstressed syllables)
· Rhyme scheme – 3 quatrains and a couplet (English and Spenserian) OR an octave and a sestet (Italian)
· At least one ​metaphor (underlined)
· At least one simile (in bold)

· At least one line of immense imagery (highlighted)

· At least one line containing alliteration (box this)
· Connotative words that fit your tone or tones

· You may have a tone shift (most sonnets do), but it is not required
· Have a unifying theme – usually occurs in the HEROIC couplet
· Creative title, please
· Decorate the sonnet to match the tone and theme. Have fun with fonts, layout, and presentation. ( This is one of the few times you will receive a break from MLA Style, so enjoy it!
· You are expressing yourself in this sonnet

· Be prepared to read your sonnet in front of the class
