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The Inner-Monster

A Visual Exploration of Our Dark Side
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After reading Beowulf and the British story of your choice, you are to compose an essay and visual representation about the monster in your novel. However, this project requires you to take another step and explore your “inner-monster.”
In a PowerPoint presentation, you will create a visual representation of the monster in your novel as well as your inner-monster. The presentation will consist of:

1. An introductory slide use (feel free to use 2 slides if it will create a stronger presentation)
a. This should give a brief description of the monster in your novel 
b. Briefly explain what you discussed in your essay

c. Include a quotation that provides an excellent description of your monster

2. A visual slide of the monster

a. Split the monster’s face in half

i. One half will include images that symbolize the “face” that the monster reveals to the outer world
ii. One half will include images that symbolize the “inner monster” of the monster 
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You will thoroughly discuss what these images represent

3. A visual slide of your face
a. Split your face in half

i. One half will include images that symbolize the “face” that you reveal to the outer world

ii. One half will include images that represent your “inner monster”

b. You will thoroughly discuss what these images represent

Some Thoughts:
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Feel free to utilize technology in a creative way

a. Make the slides visually appealing – think of background color, font color, as well as titles for your slides
b. If you want to incorporate more than a PowerPoint, then go for it!

· You do not have to use a real picture of your face

a. You can use a profile that represents your face
b. Remember, these images are symbolizing the “monster”

· You are not required to share every detail about the various images on your “face” or “inner monster,” but you should share what the majority of the images represent
