The Writing Process

Thesis Statements
Specific topic + Attitude/Angle/Argument = Thesis

EXAMPLE:

What you plan to argue + How you plan to argue it = Thesis

EXAMPLE: 

Overall:
SUBJECT + ATTITUDE = THESIS




**Note: someone SHOULD HAVE a different attitude than you!
The formula for a thesis statement is:
1) Specific term (subject) +

2) Adjective +

3) Context +

4) Indication of Body Paragraphs 

THESIS STATEMENT!

1) Specific Term (subject)

Narrow your subject.

Instead of “music” ( “reggae”

How did you narrow your subject?

2) Adjective

Choose the perfect adjective to describe your specific subject.

Instead of “reggae” ( “American reggae”
Think of your perfect adjective!

3) Limit the discussion to a particular context

We can all use the Twenty-first century. 

Instead of “American reggae” ( “American reggae revival of the 1980s”

Can you be more specific than the Twenty-first century?

4) Indication of body paragraphs

*These are your clusters in NoodleTools!*

1) Does my thesis statement avoid vague language?

Introduction Paragraphs

Formula for an INTRODUCTION PARAGRAPH:

1) Hook +

2) Background Comments +

3) Thesis

INTRODUCTION PARAGRAPH

1) Hook: a comment that causes some emotional response from the reader
Examples: shocking fact, shocking statistic, shocking quote from an expert, shocking event…


DO NOT USE A QUESTION as a hook!

“A single day in the life of Tokyo…”

2) Background Comments / Information: These three or more sentences should flow into the thesis statement

“Tokyo is one of the most expensive cities in the world. The cost of living exceeds that of …”

3) Thesis Statement: The purpose of this essay. The LAST SENTENCE of the introduction
