Editor, author, or compiler name (if available). Name of Site. Version number. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site (sponsor or publisher), date of resource creation (if available). Medium of publication. Date of access.

**Not all web sites will contain an editor, author, or compiler name. If there is no publisher write n.p. and if there is no publication date, write n.d. –The name of the institution/organization affiliated with the site can usually be found at the bottom of the web site (it usually says copyright and gives the name of the organization along with a date**

A Page on a Web Site: (very similar to an entire web site)

Author name (if available). “Article Title.” Name of Site. Version number. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site (sponsor or publisher), date of resource creation (if available). Medium of publication. Date of access.

**Notes: Notice how there was no author for this article, so I just skipped that information. Also, take note of the punctuation. It is essential that the punctuation is correct! And do not forget, the 2nd line of a works cited entry is indented, not the first!**

An Article from an Online Database: Articles from databases are cited how one would cite a print source.

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1. Title of page will always be centered and titled Works Cited

2. All entries are evenly double spaced-there is no need to put extra space between entries.

3. Works Cited entries are in alphabetical order!

4. The Works Cited page will always be the last page of the paper (notice that a header is present, so if you write 4 full pages, your Works Cited page will be the 5th page)

5. IMPORTANT-If there is no in-text citation containing one of the entries on the Works Cited page, THEN IT SHOULD NOT BE ON THIS PAGE!
